NOTICE OF APPLICATION

TORONTO HYDRO-ELECTRIC SYSTEM LIMITED
RECOVERY OF AMOUNTS RELATED TO CONSERVATION AND DEMAND MANAGEMENT ACTIVITIES IN THE CITY OF TORONTO
Toronto Hydro-Electric System Limited (“Toronto Hydro”) has filed an application with the Ontario Energy Board, (the “Board”) dated December 15, 2008 under the Ontario Energy Board Act, 1998, S.O. 1998, c.15, Schedule B for an order granting approval and recovery of amounts related to new and ongoing Conservation and Demand Management (“CDM”) activities in 2007 associated with the Lost Revenue Adjustment Mechanism (“LRAM”) and Shared Savings Mechanism (“SSM”). 
The Board has assigned File No. EB-2008-0401 to this application.

The total for both the LRAM and SSM amounts proposed for recovery is $3,702,236.  This would result in approximately 0.45% total bill increase ($0.49 per month) for residential customers consuming 1,000 kilowatt-hours per month. Toronto Hydro has proposed to recover the amounts by way of volumetric rate riders over a 12-month period commencing May 1, 2009.

2.  Become an Observer

Observers do not actively participate in the proceeding but monitor the progress of the proceeding. You may request observer status in order to receive documents issued by the Board in the proceeding.  Your request must be made in writing and be received by the Board no later than 10 days from the publication or service date of this notice. If you become an observer, you need to contact the applicant and others in order to receive documents that they file in this proceeding and they may charge you for this. Most documents filed in this application will also be available on the Board’s website. The Board accepts observer request letters by either post or e-mail at the addresses below; however, two paper copies are also required. You must also provide a copy of your letter to the applicant.

3.  Become an Intervenor

You may request intervenor status if you wish to actively participate in the proceeding.  Intervenors are eligible to receive evidence and other material submitted by participants in the hearing. Likewise, intervenors will be expected to send copies of any material they file to all parties to the hearing.

Your request must be made by letter of intervention and received no later than 10 days from the publication or service date of this notice.  Your letter of intervention must include a description of how you are, or may be, affected by the proceeding; and if you represent a group, a description of the group and its membership.  The Board may choose to hold either a written or an oral hearing.  Your letter of intervention should indicate your preference for a written or oral hearing, and the reasons for that preference.  The Board may order costs in this proceeding.  You must indicate in your letter of intervention whether you expect to seek costs from the applicant and the grounds for your eligibility for costs.  You must provide a copy of your letter of intervention to the applicant.
