The Ontario Government recently filed new regulations that may affect the price that you pay for your electricity. If you fit into one of the categories listed below, you are a “Designated Consumer,” and are therefore eligible to receive the fixed commodity price (under the "Regulated Price Plan") currently in place in Ontario for your electricity.   
Please review this list, and check the category that describes your organization. Then follow the 
instructions at the top of page 2: 
 (From Ontario Regulation 95/05 as amended by Regulation 58/08) 
· a dwelling 
· a property as defined in the Condominium Act, 1998 
· A residential complex as defined in the Residential Tenancies Act, 2006, or 
· A property that includes one or more dwellings and that is owned or leased by a co-operative as defined in the 
Co-operative Corporations Act.
· A consumer who annually uses at least 150,000 but not more than 250,000 kilowatt hours of electricity and who is not otherwise eligible for treatment under clause 79.16 (1)(b) of the Act pursuant to a regulation made under the Act.

· A farming business within the meaning of the Farm Registration and Farm Organizations Funding Act, 
1993. 
· Either the consumer holds a valid registration number assigned under the Farm Registration and Farm Organizations Funding Act, 1993 or the consumer’s obligation to file a farming business registration form was waived pursuant to an order made under subsection 22 (6) of that Act, and
· The consumer is not otherwise eligible for treatment under clause 79.16 (1) (b) of the Act with respect to its farming business pursuant to a regulation made under the Act.
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WHAT TO DO IF YOU ARE A “DESIGNATED CONSUMER”: 
If you are a “Designated Consumer”, please check the appropriate box (on page 1 ), fill out and return this form (including the Certificate below), signed by a director or officer (or equivalent) of your organization, and attach the following so that your organization may receive the fixed commodity price, under the Regulated Price Plan: 
· a copy of correspondence from your line Ministry advising you of your status as a “Designated Consumer” eligible to pay the fixed electricity price; or 
· a copy of one piece of official documentation that supports your organization’s status as a “Designated Consumer” (i.e. a government certificate, licence, charity number, permit, a valid farm registration number or waiver under the Act).
