NOTICE OF INTERVENTION OF

EAST WINDSOR COGENERATION LLP

1.
The Intervenor, East Windsor Cogeneration LLP is a limited partnership; the equity partners being Pristine Power Inc. of Calgary, Alberta and Fort Chicago Energy Partners L.P..

2.
Pristine Power Inc. is a developer of cogeneration and other power projects and has developed in partnership or on its own, 14 independent power projects in Canada, the United States, Mexico and Latin America.

3.
Pristine Power Inc. was the developer of West Windsor Cogeneration in Windsor, Ontario, which project was supported by and supplied with natural gas from the Applicant Union Gas Limited.

4.
The East Windsor Cogeneration Project is designed to create efficiencies and cost savings at the Ford Motor Company Automotive Assembly Plant in Windsor, Ontario.

5.
This Ford Plant employs approximately 2000 employees.  The traditional "Big Three" domestic automakers, and particularly Ford, are currently suffering from high costs and low sales resulting in one of the most significant financial downturns since the end of World War II.  Every efficiency that can be found assists Ford to keep the Windsor Assembly Plant operating.

6.
The Windsor economy is primarily automotive based and accordingly is suffering in the current economic period.  Windsor has the highest unemployment rate per capita of any city with a population over 100,000 in Ontario today.

7.
The rule of thumb in municipal economic development is that as a result of every job in a large manufacturer such as Ford, three more jobs are created in the local economy.

8.
The East Windsor Cogeneration Project will assist the Ford Motor Company to and will thereby assist the Windsor economy and it is submitted this is in the public interest.

9. The East Windsor Cogeneration Project is an 84 Mega Watt Cogeneration Plant and will consist of two gas turbine generators and boiler facilities and will be sited on land leased to East Windsor Cogeneration LLP by Ford at its power plant at the existing Ford Canada Windsor Engine and Casting Plant.

10. East Windsor Cogeneration LLP has been awarded a Combined Heat and Power Contract (“CHP”) by the Ontario Power Authority for the aforesaid 84 Mega Watt and it is expected the facility will be in operation in the first quarter of 2009.  The total capital cost of the project is 160 Million Dollars and is financed by the equity partners and debt financing.

11.
The Corporation of the City of Windsor is supportive of the East Windsor Cogeneration Project and has declared the area adjacent to the Ford Motor factory's power plan where the cogeneration facility will be built as a Community Improvement Area.  This Intervenor is in the process of acquiring all the lands nearest to the power plant to create a green belt for sound attenuation and beautification.

12.
The Ford Motor power plant is within .25 kilometers of another large Windsor employer - Hiram Walker Distillers, which creates the potential for possible future co-operative cogeneration opportunities and potential cost efficiencies for that employer with resultant job maintenance.

13. It is fundamental to the success of the East Windsor Cogeneration Project that Union Gas Limited be authorized to construct the pipeline for which it has applied.  It is likewise, we believe, in the public interest for the pipeline to be constructed to both maintain and create jobs in Windsor.
