This is in reply to the Aird & Berlis letter of April 1, 2010 concerning the above noted project.
I have reviewed the documentation provided and would like to advise that permits will be required from the Ministry of Transportation of Ontario as per the Public Transportation and Highway Improvement Act.

Specifically, an Encroachment Permit will be required for any new installations within our right-of-way (ROW) or a Building/Land Use permit will be required for new installations placed within 45 metres of our ROW or within a 183 metre radius of the intersection of Highway 66 and 65.
Prior to any installation, the MTO must approve the location of any new transmission facility located within the above mentioned permit control area. Also, the applicant must be advised that the MTO will not support any request to attach utilities to our structure crossing the Montreal River.
