Procedural Order No. 2 in this proceeding has set the deadline of June 30, 2011 for the delivery of NAN’s submissions in this proceeding.  NAN appreciates the previous indulgences of the Board in granting more time for the delivery of Interrogatories and to permit NAN to identify what it believes were inadequate responses from Remotes to certain Interrogatories. 
NAN also appreciates the additional information which Remotes delivered on June 24, 2011.  Remotes’ co-operation obviated any need for a motion by NAN.

NAN very much appreciates the previous generosity of the Board as well as the co-operation of Remotes and submits that this request for a brief indulgence would not cause prejudice to the orderly progress of the proceeding.  
NAN would certainly be willing to consent to any reasonable extension requested by Remotes for the delivery of any responding submissions to NAN submissions or any submissions filed by the Board itself, as outlined in Procedural Order No. 2.
