Manitoulin Bird Report - June 2010
Breeding Bird Surveys took place at West Bay, (Rodney Thompson assisted by Chris Bell) on June 15th and Manitowaning, (Chris Bell assisted by Floyd Cosby) on June 13th, and, for the first time since 1996, Gore Bay, (Brenda Masson assisted by Keith Hamilton) also on June 13th. As sometimes happens all three surveys had to be rescheduled this year because of observer availability, the closed swing bridge or, of course, the weather! The West Bay BBS had 81 species and the others both had 73 species. Combining all three, 102 species were surveyed. The counts are marked below with an asterisk with Gore Bay getting two asterisks. 

Rodney Thompson found a Dickcissel near Kagawong. The bird was heard to occasionally sing for three days, but proved very elusive. This grassland species is found in the mid-west and is rare on Manitoulin, with two records prior to 1981, (J.C. Nicholson) and a later prolonged stay in Burpee.
The four new species for year were Red-headed Woodpecker on 25th, Yellow-throated Vireo on the 4th, Grasshopper Sparrow on the 13th and Dickcissel on 22nd. Together with the Horned Grebes that were omitted from the April report, these bring the yearly list to 227- the same as last year.
Chimney Swifts, a species at risk, were seen in Little Current after several years without summer reports there or elsewhere. Mute Swan nesting was unsuccessful and the Piping Plovers did not breed.
Bald Eagles continue to increase on Manitoulin. 17 occupied nests were reported this summer. 13 were on the main island of Manitoulin including two not adjacent to lakes; one was on an offshore island and three were on islands in inland lakes. A further three nests from previous years were not checked this year while two old nests were found to be not used. Many of the nests were obscured once the leaves were on the trees and breeding success was often not determined.
 June is the month for specific ornithological projects and little time was spent in forest habitat.
The month was generally dry but four days of heavy rainfall were recorded at Gore Bay.
