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Manitoulin Bird Report - October 2010
An exciting month with no fewer than seven new species for the year – Surf Scoter on October 2nd, Black Scoter on the 3rd, Carolina Wren, found by David Shilman, on the 9th, Red Crossbill on the 15th by Rodney Thompson, Western Kingbird, (Chris & Joan Bell), on the 25th, Scissor-tailed Flycatcher, (Ken Noland & Terry Land) on the 26th, and Canvasback on the 29th, bringing the 2010 total to a very respectable 243, now ahead of this time last year.

The Carolina Wren rarely comes north to Manitoulin and this one, a singing male, was here a minimum of three weeks. It is not a very good wintering site but perhaps the bird will find somewhere suitable nearby and stay until the spring.
The Western Kingbird was photographed hunting flies around a house in Killarney Village. It could not be found next day. As well as being apparently the first record in the District this century, it appearsto be a very late date in the year for an appearance by this prairie flycatcher. 

The Scissor-tailed Flycatcher was also photographed hunting flies round a house. This bird stayed to be seen by several birders and Ken Noland said it remained well into November. Two confirmed sightings in two years are unexpected for this bird of the southern states.
Geese and duck numbers were low in October but American Coots, Bonaparte’s Gulls and Red-breasted Nuthatches were more numerous than usual.
The Mute Swan pair whose nest was destroyed in the spring was re-discovered by Rodney Thompson at Portage Bay/ Cook’s Dock in Robinson Township with four well-grown cygnets. This is the first successful breeding record for the Manitoulin District. 
Ruby-throated Hummingbirds usually leave by the end of September but this year three made it into October with one staying until October 4th. 
Killarney is rarely birded in October but this year had coverage on the 25th to 26th which is when the Western Kingbird was found.
Some of the potential wintering birds arrived in October:- American Tree Sparrows on the 1st, Red Crossbill on the 15th, Evening Grosbeak on the 20th, Snow Bunting on the 22nd, and Common Redpoll on the 29th. Purple Finch and American Goldfinches were common at feeders.

The average daily high temperature for the month was 13 degrees, the low 4 degrees and the mean 9 degrees. There were only two nights with the official temperature below freezing. There was no precipitation from the 1st to the 19th, then a total of 39mm of rain with 15 mm on the 20th.
