Manitoulin Bird Report – April 2010

Thirty-nine new species for the year were reported in April – bringing the total to 138.  This total is below that of the previous three years and well below the 150 in 2009.

There was more precipitation in April -50mm- compared to the very dry March, but the last three weeks of the month were again dry. Mean temperature was +7 degrees with a low of -3 degrees and two days of +20. 

The only very uncommon species in April was Mute Swan, the first report since a swan was found on Wolsey Lake in April 2004. This time round four Mute Swans were found in Bayfield Sound on April 6th, soon after ice out, by Charlie Hore and identified by Doreen Bailey. Two were in immature plumage and two were a pair of adult birds that built a nest by the 10th in Portage Bay and incubated for the rest of the month under the care of Tom Moore. This is the first nesting here for this introduced species that is increasing in southern Ontario. 

Canada Geese and puddle ducks are usually abundant in flooded fields in April but in this dry year were recorded in record low numbers. There were only three reports of American Black Ducks. Sheguiandah Bay was good for Lesser and Greater Scaup but Wolsey Lake and Maple Point were poor perhaps because the early ice-melt allowed greater dispersion of migrating ducks. Redhead, Canvasback, White-winged Scoter, Ruddy Duck and Horned Grebe, usually reported in small numbers every April, were not observed at all.  

Red-shouldered Hawks, a species at risk and very uncommon on Manitoulin, were reported from no fewer than four sites this year.

Earliest arrival dates for this century, now 11 years old, were recorded this month for nine species: Virginia Rail on April 17th;  Sora on April 12th;  Solitary Sandpiper on April 25th, Pectoral Sandpiper on April 12th;  Caspian Tern on April 14th;  Whip-poor-will on April 21st- the previous record was on April 29th, 2001;  Pine Warbler on April 15th;  Lincoln’s Sparrow on April 11th  - very early as the previous record was on May 4th, 2005 and Swamp Sparrow on April 11th.

Latest arrival dates for the 21st Century were set for Pied-billed Grebe on April 5th and Greater Yellowlegs on April 27th.  

April is the month of owl surveys and all four Manitoulin District surveys found owls:

    April 12th- Allen Township – 3 Northern Saw-whet Owls, (John & Nicole Smith et al)

    April 17th- Rockville Road – 3 Barred Owls, (Floyd Cosby & Chris Bell)
