Manitoulin Bird Report - May 2010
A Golden-crowned Sparrow at a M’Chigeeng bird feeder from May 3rd to 6th was a new species for the Manitoulin District – the first such bird for several years. The sparrow, discovered by Chris Bell & David Scott, associated with White-crowned Sparrows and was seen and photographed by several observers. The Golden-crowned Sparrow winters in California and breeds in British Columbia.

A Brant was seen at Indian Point on the 28th, a Trumpeter Swan was in Misery Bay on the 20th and three American White Pelicans were spotted in Sheguiandah Bay on the 2nd or 3rd.  A Summer Tanager stayed at a Tehkummah Township feeder from the 13th to 16th and a Yellow-headed Blackbird was seen on the Ice Lake Causeway on the 23rd. 


Common Nighthawks, a species at risk and now very uncommon on Manitoulin, were reported by three observers on or after May 20th. Two Chimney Swifts, a species in the same situation, were seen in South Baymouth on the May 22nd SOS-MNC field trip. 
Other interesting birds included a Least Bittern, a Peregrine Falcon, Whimbrel, Marbled Godwits, one Yellow-billed Cuckoo, Marsh Wrens, Blue-gray Gnatcatcher and Orchard Orioles John Diebolt checked Carter Bay for Piping Plovers and on May 15th found  last year’s adult male with two un-banded birds but subsequently only the male was present. The Purple Martins returned to Stanley Park. 
The average minimum temperature in May was 8 degrees, the average high was 20 degrees and the mean temperature for the month was 14 degrees. The lowest temperature was -0.3 on the 8th and the highest 28.5 on the 27th. Rainfall for the month at Gore Bay was a low 25 mm. A major late spring snowstorm on the 8th blanketed much of the island with snow but was not associated with any arrivals. 
The sewage lagoons were in poor shape with none being emptied this spring – much reducing suitable habitat and viewing opportunities for migrant shorebirds. Several species were missed this spring. As usual there were several surges of migrants during the month with the peak on the 14th. 125 species were recorded on the 22nd and 141 for the three-day weekend.
84 new species were recorded for the year, bringing the 2010 total to 222, equalling our recent best year, which was 2005, and a substantial improvement from the end of April 2010.
