Manitoulin Bird Report – August 2010
August brought in to Manitoulin five new species for 2010 bringing the yearly total to 233 - two fewer than this time last year.  South-bound shorebirds included Sanderling, Baird’s Sandpiper and Buff-breasted Sandpipers. Two Connecticut Warblers, found by John & Nicole Smith on August 19th in their yard at Maple Point, are rarely seen fall migrants. A single White-winged Crossbill observed at Misery Bay NR on the 12th was maybe a sign of more to come -but there were no further sighting during the month.
Other uncommon species this month were a Red-shouldered Hawk, Peregrine Falcons, Olive-sided Flycatchers, Philadelphia Vireos, two Gray Jay sightings, a Marsh Wren and one Evening Grosbeak.  


August is a busy month for shorebird surveys which started this year on July 23rd. Surveys took place on 17 days in August. The majority of the counts were made by Chris Bell and/or Rod Thompson with others by Bruce Gates and Steve Thorpe. The better locations were Misery Bay and Mac’s Bay but numbers were generally lower than usual. 17 species were seen but there were no rarities. A chart summarising the counts is available. Only a small portion of the flocks of migrating shorebirds touch down on Manitoulin and one can never be sure if low counts here reflect lower numbers overall. 

Weather data was only available from Gore Bay for the first half of the month when it was warm & dry except for 16mm of rain on the 2nd and 24mm on the 8th 
The fall warbler passage was good with 25 species recorded. As with the shorebirds there were no rarities. Indian Point Bridge was sometimes, but not always, good for warblers with good counts on 5th, 9th, 12th, and 22nd. The Misery Bay Nature Reserve trails en route to shorebird counts were also good for warblers. In the fall one’s yard can be very good for warblers, especially in the morning or late afternoon.- let the birds come to you rather than always driving to perceived good locations.
