Manitoulin Bird Report – September 2010

The highlight of September was a Ross’s Goose, shot then photographed by a hunter on the last day of the month. After a few sightings of this rare small white goose species earlier this century more reports were expected as the species is said to be increasing in numbers. This month’s sighting was however the first since 2004. 

Two other species, American Golden Plover and Stilt Sandpiper were added to the 2010 Manitoulin District list which now stands at 236, still two fewer than this time last year.

It was a good month for seeing hawks. A strange plumaged buteo photographed on Sept 2nd on a McGregor Bay island was thought at first to be a Swainson’s Hawk but upon perusal by raptor specialists was determined to be a Broad-winged Hawk. 

Sandhill Cranes were rather neglected this year. The shorebird passage was poor with just 15 species, (19 species last September), generally low numbers and no rarities. This was despite good coverage of the prime locations. As in the spring, none of the sewage lagoons was emptied making them unattractive foe waders. 
Blue-headed and Philadelphia Vireos, Black-capped Chickadees, Red-breasted Nuthatches, Ruby- and Golden-crowned Kinglets were seen in good numbers. 21 species of warblers were reported.

Horned Larks, American Pipits, Palm Warblers, White-crowned Sparrows, Dark-eyed Juncos, Lapland Longspurs and Rusty Blackbirds arrived on time and quickly increased in numbers
We missed the usual September visiting birders and their observations.

The meteorological station at the Gore Bay Airport was not functional in September, but the weather was pleasant.
Good days for movement included the 5th with 17 species of warbler mainly at Indian Point, Misery Bay, the 10th with an 88 species total, and the 22nd to 28th.  Groups visited and tented at the Mississagi Lighthouse twice- on the 5th & 6th and again on the SOS field trip on the 10th and 11th with a good movement of raptors and passerines noted there and nearby at Meldrum Bay on the 12th.
