> increase of 36% to the delivery charge or 9.8% to my total Electric charges

>   This is a huge increase to our monthly bill that will effect all

> consumers of electricity in the area and increase our cost to approx. $250

> to $300 per year.  The newspaper ad refers to 

> 

> 800 kWh per month with an increase of $15.41 per month but anyone using

> Hydro for heating will be using double and triple that amount in the winter

> time.

> The newspaper ad also states that "The proposed changes to the Delivery

> charges are separate from other potential changes to the electricity bills,

> which are not affected by this application".  This sounds like other

> increases will be happening in the future which will also raise our

> electricity bills making it very expensive to heat our homes.

> time but an increase of 9.8% all at once to our electric bills is
