Request for short extension of deadline for delivery of interrogatories on behalf of NishnawbiAski Nation / EB-2012-0137 DMC File No.: 10068 / NAN re: HORCI (“Remotes”) 2013 RATE INCREASE APPLICATION                      
I am writing on behalf of my client, the Nishnawbe Aski Nation (“NAN”), to request an indulgence concerning the delivery of NAN’s interrogatories by the existing deadline of March 22, 2013.  
As Remotes is certainly aware, I have often worked with Mel Stewart, a long-time consultant for NAN on energy and other matters, in proceedings involving Remotes. The current application is no exception.  During the past two weeks, Mel and I have been liaising and sharing the responsibility of reviewing Remotes’ Application and filed evidence in order to draft appropriate interrogatories.
