I am in receipt of the Board’s decision, dated April 25, 2013, which directs that NAN submit its claim for costs in this proceeding within fourteen (14) days, which I believe is May 9, 2013.  
While I was in Thunder Bay on May 2 to 3, 2013 at another OEB proceeding for NAN, I spoke with Ms. Jennifer Lea (Special Counsel in the within proceeding) and I indicated that, as a sole practitioner, my schedule during the next two weeks was completely full and that I had a number of other deadlines looming.
