Notice of Intervention for resident Muriel Allingham

As a long term resident of the community with which these projects will be operating, I am requesting intervener status for the reasons stated below.

The map supplied by the proponent shows the location of the transmission lines that will encompass a community recreational area.  This area, which is to be surrounded by the transmission lines and a substation consists of a building used by the OPP for training purposes, by families for group events and as a voting station to name but a few of its uses.  This recreational area also houses soccer pitches which are used by local and visiting children on a regular basis.  There is also a play area attached to this community land and the field is used for fireworks displays on special occasions such as Canada Day.  

The cumulative affect of 221 turbines feeding into the transmission lines on an intermittent basis—which is an unstable process—and carrying 383MW of power across 115kv lines produces extensive concerns about the safety of the community at play on this property.  Stray voltage is a huge concern with the transmission lines planned so close to an area where children gather to play.  It has been proven that in Industrial Wind Developments which are currently operational, the residents and farmers are experiencing issues with stray voltage.   
With 80 foot tall 5 foot circumference hydro poles and their transmission lines surrounding the soccer pitches, there will be an added increase to the possibility of lightening strikes, endangering children and their parents participating in soccer games.  
The supply of hydro, from the wind turbines will be intermittent, as wind is not a constant, and the potential for available fault currents is much higher than with conventional and regulated forms of hydro production.  This will increase the possibility current faults and the concern for ground potential rise to occur, putting families using this area at greater risk of experiencing step and touch potential.  
Electromagnetic frequency or electrical pollution is also a serious threat to human health, and these transmission lines will be impacting our children.  It is recommended that children stay 250 meters from power lines—they will be considerably closer than that at this recreational centre, which will be surrounded by an industrial hub.  
Additionally, the map provided showing this transmission route was NOT made available to the public during consultation periods, leaving the residents now unable to comment on just how dangerous this transmission route is to the health and well being of the children in this community.  It is criminal that approvals have been given to this company, providing the level of community consultation that was missing or blatantly misrepresented at their open houses.  
The Ontario Energy Board needs to take a close look at this situation, as the placement of the transmission lines around this recreational centre was not made available for public scrutiny until now.  The OEB is the only venue available to address this serious concern for the residents of this community.  Please look closely at these lines and their proximity to this recreational area.
