Union previously proposed that any compensation to be paid in connection with the
pipeline easement at the Property, whether such compensation is payable pursuant to
the Expropriation Act (the “Act”) or otherwise, should be paid into Court in accordance
with Section 38(1) of the Act. Does Union continue to support this course of action?

OEB Procedural Order No. 1, dated December 18, 2014, which was issued in this matter
states that “The Board finds that a 30 day delay in the proceeding is unlikely to result in
a resolution, given the amount of time already spent in attempting negotiations with all
parties and finds that it is in the public interest to avoid any potential delay in pipeline
construction.” CRIA requests that it be provided with the details of such attempted
negotiations as they relate to CRIA and other parties holding an interest in the Property.
