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Welland Hydro-Electric System Corp. (“Welland Hydro”) filed an application with the 
Ontario Energy Board (the “Board”) on October 30, 2014 under section 78 of the 
Ontario Energy Board Act, seeking approval for changes to the rates that Welland 
Hydro charges for electricity distribution, effective May 1, 2015 (the “Application”).   
 
Welland Hydro last appeared before the Board with a cost of service application for the 
2013 rate year in the EB-2012-0173 proceeding.  To adjust its 2015 rates, Welland 
Hydro selected the Price Cap Incentive Rate-setting option (the “Price Cap IR”) which 
provides for a mechanistic and formulaic adjustment to distribution rates and charges in 
the period between cost of service proceedings.  The Application met the Board’s filing 
requirements1 for filings by rate-regulated electricity distributors (“distributors”) applying 
for annual rate adjustments under Price Cap IR.

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While the entire record in this proceeding has been considered by me, this decision will 
make reference only to such information as is necessary to provide context to my 
conclusions. The following issues are addressed in this Decision and Rate Order: 

• Price Cap Index Adjustment; 
• Rural or Remote Electricity Rate Protection Charge; 
• Retail Transmission Service Rates; and 
• Review and Disposition of Group 1 Deferral and Variance Account Balances.    

 
Price Cap Index Adjustment 
 
The Price Cap IR option is a streamlined regulatory process designed to provide 
distributors with sufficient revenue to cover cost increases due to inflation while 
providing an incentive structure to drive productivity improvements.  
 
Under the Price Cap IR option2, distribution rates are adjusted by an inflation factor, less 
the sum of a productivity factor and a stretch factor. Based on its established method3, 
the Board has set the inflation factor for 2015 rates at 1.6% and the productivity factor 
remains zero percent. The Board also determined that the stretch factor can range from 
0.0% to 0.6%, assigned based on a distributor’s cost evaluation ranking.  The Board 
assigned Welland Hydro a stretch factor of 0.15%, based on the updated benchmarking 
study for use for rates effective in 20154.   
 
As a result, the net price cap index adjustment for Welland Hydro is 1.45% (i.e. 1.6 % - 
(0% + 0.15 %)).  The price cap index adjustment applies to distribution rates (fixed and 
variable charges) uniformly across all customer classes.  The price cap index 
adjustment does not apply to the components of delivery rates set out in the list below:   
 

• Rate Riders; 
• Rate Adders; 
• Low Voltage Service Charges; 
• Retail Transmission Service Rates; 
• Wholesale Market Service Rate;

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• Rural or Remote Electricity Rate Protection Charge; 
• Standard Supply Service – Administrative Charge; 
• Transformation and Primary Metering Allowances; 
• Loss Factors; 
• Specific Service Charges; 
• MicroFit Charge; and 
• Retail Service Charges. 

 
Rural or Remote Electricity Rate Protection Charge 
 
The Board has determined that the Rural or Remote Electricity Rate Protection 
(“RRRP”) benefit and charge for 2015 shall remain $0.0013 per kWh5. The Tariff of 
Rates and Charges flowing from this Decision and Rate Order reflects this RRRP 
charge. 
 
Retail Transmission Service Rates   
 
Electricity distributors are charged for transmission costs at the wholesale level and 
then pass on these charges to their distribution customers through their Retail 
Transmission Service Rates (“RTSRs”).  Variance accounts 1584 and 1586 are used to 
capture differences in the rate that a distributor pays for wholesale transmission service 
relative to the retail rate that the distributor is authorized to charge when billing its 
customers.  
 
The Board has issued guidelines6 which outline the information that the Board requires 
electricity distributors to file in order to adjust their RTSRs for 2015.  The RTSR 
guideline requires electricity distributors to adjust their RTSRs based on a comparison 
of historical transmission costs adjusted for the new Uniform Transmission Rates 
(“UTR”) and the revenues generated under existing RTSRs.  
 
The Board has adjusted the UTRs effective January 1, 20157, as shown in the following 
table:

I conclude that these 2015 UTRs are to be incorporated into the filing module to adjust 
the RTSRs that Welland Hydro will charge its customers accordingly.  
  
Review and Disposition of Group 1 Deferral and Variance Account Balances  
 
The Board’s policy on deferral and variance accounts8 provides that, during the IRM 
plan term, the distributor’s Group 1 account balances will be reviewed and disposed if 
the preset disposition threshold of $0.001 per kWh, whether in the form of a debit or 
credit, is exceeded.  The onus is on the distributor to justify why any account balance in 
excess of the threshold should not be disposed. If the balances are below this 
threshold, the distributor may propose to dispose of balances. 
 
Welland Hydro’s 2013 actual year-end total balance for Group 1 accounts including 
interest projected to April 30, 2015 is a debit of $459,242.  This amount results in a total 
debit claim of $0.0011 per kWh, which exceeds the preset disposition threshold.  
Welland Hydro proposes to dispose of this debit amount over a two-year period in order 
to minimize rate volatility and customer bill impacts.  The balances proposed for 
disposition are the same as the amounts reported as part of the Board’s Reporting and 
Record-Keeping Requirements. 
 
As an alternative, Welland Hydro proposed to defer the disposition of the above-noted 
Group 1 accounts to reduce customer bill impacts.  Welland Hydro’s alternative 
proposal would include the as-yet unaudited residual credit balance of $98,634 resulting 
from the Board-ordered disposition in its 2012 IRM rate application (EB-2011-0202).  
Inclusion of this unaudited credit balance as an offset against Welland Hydro’s audited 
debit balance would result in a debt claim below the preset disposition threshold.

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In clearing these Group 1 variance accounts customers in the future are paying for cost 
variances created in the past, therefore the time period for disposition should be kept as 
short as reasonable, while considering bill impacts. I do not approve Welland’s 
alternative approach because it delays a known cost recovery for a year.   
 
I approve the disposition of the initially proposed debit balance of $459,242 as of 
December 31, 2013, including interest projected to April 30, 2015 for Group 1 accounts.    
 
Welland is correct that while the Board’s policy established a default disposition period 
of one year to clear the Group 1 account balances, a distributor can propose a different 
disposition period to address applicable considerations. While bill impacts can be an 
applicable consideration, I do not find that the bill impacts in this circumstance are large 
enough to warrant deviation from the Board’s default disposition period.  The Board has 
established a threshold bill impact of 10% for any given rate class, at which point a 
mitigation plan must be prepared. With this application bill impacts for all rate classes 
are well below 10%.  The bill impact for the typical Residential (RPP) customer using 
800 kWh is 2.40% for a one-year disposition. This bill impact would only change to 
2.21% for a two-year disposition. I find that these balances should be disposed of over 
the one-year period from May 1, 2015 to April 30, 2016.

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The balance of each Group 1 account approved for disposition shall be transferred to 
the applicable principal and interest carrying charge sub-accounts of Account 1595.  
Such transfer shall be pursuant to the requirements specified in Article 220, Account 
Descriptions, of the Accounting Procedures Handbook for Electricity Distributors, 
effective January 1, 2012.  The date of the transfer must be the same as the effective 
date for the associated rates, which is, generally, the start of the rate year.  Welland 
Hydro should ensure these adjustments are included in the reporting period ending 
June 30, 2015 (Quarter 2). 
 
Disposition of Deferral and Variance Accounts for Class A customers and 
Wholesale Market Participants  
 
As indicated in the Filing Requirements9, distributors must establish separate rate riders 
to recover the balances in the retail settlement variance accounts from market 
participants in order that they not be allocated any balances related to charges which 
they settle directly with the IESO (e.g. wholesale energy, wholesale market services).  
 
The Board further determined that a distributor who serves Class A customers per 
Ontario Regulation 429/04 must propose an appropriate allocation for the recovery of 
the global adjustment variance balance based on its settlement process with the 
Independent Electricity System Operator.  
 
Welland Hydro confirmed that it has one customer in the GS > 50 to 4,999 class that is 
also a market participant and that RSVA account balances have not been allocated to 
this customer. 
 
Welland Hydro also noted that with respect to its one Class A consumer, it is not 
proposing to charge a rate rider for the disposition of Account 1589 since the way it 
settles this charge with this customer does not result in a variance.  
 
I conclude that Welland Hydro has appropriately addressed the allocation issues 
relating to both Wholesale Market Participants and Class A customers.

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Rate Model  
 
With this Decision and Rate Order are a rate model, applicable supporting models and a 
Tariff of Rates and Charges (Appendix A). Entries in the rate model were reviewed to 
ensure that they were in accordance with the 2014 Board-approved Tariff of Rates and 
Charges. The rate model was adjusted, where applicable, to correct any discrepancies.  
 
 
THE BOARD ORDERS THAT:  
 

1. The Tariff of Rates and Charges set out in Appendix A of this Decision and Rate 
Order is approved effective May 1, 2015 for electricity consumed or estimated to 
have been consumed on and after such date.  Welland Hydro-Electric System 
Corp. shall notify its customers of the rate changes no later than the delivery of 
the first bill reflecting the new rates.
