I, Jonathan Myers, of the City of Vaughan, in the Province of Ontario, MAKE OATH AND
SAY:

1. I am Counsel at Torys LLP, which has been retained by 2472883 Ontario Limited on
behalf of Wataynikaneyap Power LP (“WPLP”) as legal counsel in connection with the
application by WPLP for an Order or Orders to establish a deferral account, for the
purposes of recording certain costs relating to development of the Wataynikaneyap
Transmission Project (the “Application”). In my role as Counsel for the Application, I
have been responsible for coordinating publication of the Notice of Application issued on
October 17, 2016 by the Ontario Energy Board (the “Board”) in EB-2016-0262 in respect
of the Application (the “Notice™) and all other requirements set out in the Board’s Letter
of Direction of the same date (the “Letter”). As such, I have personal knowledge of the
matters herein deposed.

2. Further to Sections 1 and 2 of the Letter, I can confirm that:

(a) on October 18, 2016 I instructed Patrick Boileau, consultant to WPLP, to arrange
for translation of the date to be inserted into the Ojibway and Oji-Cree Notices
and that Mr. Boileau in turn obtained those translation services from Vicky Agnes
of Wawatay News (http://www.wawataynews.ca/translation-services);

(b) on October 19, 2016 I reviewed the completed Notice and instructed Mr. Boileau
to post them in a prominent place on WPLP’s website, which he did under the
heading “Latest News”;

(c) on October 19, 2016, subsequent to the Notices being posted, I arranged for the
filing of pdf versions of the complete Notice with the Board, with October 31,
2016 inserted (in the appropriate languages) as the date that is 10 calendar days
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from the date of posting on WPLP’s website. Copies of the completed Notice, in
each language, are attached at Appendix ‘A’.

3. Further to Sections 3 and 4 of the Letter, on October 19, 2016 I instructed Mr. Boileau to
arrange for copies of the Notice, in each language, as well as a copy of the Application
and evidence, to be made available for public review at WPLP’s office, which is located
at 81 King Street in Sioux Lookout, Ontario. In addition, I instructed Mr. Boileau to post
a copy of the Application and evidence in a prominent place on WPLP’s website, which
he did immediately below the Notices. Mr. Boileau then confirmed to me that the above-
noted materials have been made available for public review at WPLP’s office.

Wataynikaneyap Power LP applied to establish a deferral account to
record development costs in relation to the Wataynikaneyap
Transmission Project.

Wataynikaneyap Power LP applied to the Ontario Energy Board for approval to establish a
deferral account to record costs incurred in relation to the development of the
Wataynikaneyap Transmission Project starting August 26, 2016. The Wataynikaneyap
Transmission Project includes the construction of a new electricity transmission line from
Dryden/ignace to Pickle Lake and related reinforcements and construction of lines
extending north from Red Lake and Pickle Lake required to connect certain named remote
First Nation communities.

The costs that Wataynikaneyap Power LP proposes to record in the deferral account relate
to engineering, design, procurement, permitting and licencing, environmental and
regulatory approvals, land rights acquisition, stakeholder consultation and Aboriginal
engagement, interconnection studies, Aboriginal participation including formation of the
applicant and its predecessor organizations and project management and administration.
Notwithstanding the proposed August 26, 2016 start date for this account, Wataynikaneyap
Power LP proposes to record costs incurred since September 2008. The costs tracked in
this account will be recoverable if, in a future proceeding, the Ontario Energy Board
determines that the costs were prudently incurred.

The Minister of Energy has informed the Ontario Energy Board that an Order-in-Council has
been made declaring that the construction of the line to Pickle Lake and extending north
from Red Lake and Pickle Lake to connect certain named remote First Nation communities
to the provincial electricity grid are priority projects. As directed by the Minister of Energy,
the Ontario Energy Board has amended Wataynikaneyap Power LP’s electricity
transmission licence to require that it undertake development work in relation to the line to
Pickle Lake and the lines extending north from Red Lake and Pickle Lake.

The Order-in-Council and the Minister of Energy’s Directive are available under the “Priority
Transmission Projects” section on the Ontario Energy Board website.

THE ONTARIO ENERGY BOARD WILL HOLD A PUBLIC HEARING

The Ontario Energy Board (OEB) will hold a public hearing to consider Wataynikaneyap Power
LP’s request. We will question the company on its request to establish a deferral account. We will
also hear questions and arguments from individuals and from groups on this matter. At the end of
this hearing, the OEB will decide whether to establish the requested deferral account.

The OEB is an independent and impartial public agency. We make decisions that serve the public
interest. Our goal is to promote a financially viable and efficient energy sector that provides you
with reliable energy services at a reasonable cost.

You have the right to information regarding this application and to be involved in the process.
* You can review Wataynikaneyap LP’s application on the OEB’s website now.
