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1 INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 
Through this Decision and Rate Order, the Ontario Energy Board (OEB) approves the 
incentive rate-setting mechanism (IRM) application filed by ERTH Power Corporation 
(ERTH Power) for new rates effective May 1, 2020. 

On March 14, 2018, Erie Thames Powerlines Corporation submitted a Mergers 
Acquisitions, Amalgamations and Divestitures (MAADs) application seeking approval to 
amalgamate Erie Thames Powerlines Corporation (Erie Thames Powerlines) and West 
Coast Huron Energy Inc. (West Coast Huron Energy). 

On June 19, 2018, Erie Thames Powerlines changed its name to ERTH Power 
Corporation.1  

On December 20, 2018, the OEB approved the amalgamation and deferred rate re-
basing from the closing date for nine years.2 ERTH Power notified the OEB the 
transaction was complete effective January 8, 2019.  

As approved in the MAADs proceeding and as noted in its Electricity Distribution 
Licence,3 ERTH Power maintains two separate rate zones, the Main rate zone, which 
represents the legacy service territory of the former Erie Thames Powerlines, and the 
Goderich rate zone, which represents the legacy service territory of the former West 
Coast Huron Energy. The distributor will continue to operate the two rate zones until 
such time as rates are rebased. 

ERTH Power serves approximately 23,000 mostly residential and commercial electricity 
customers in the municipalities of Port Stanley, Aylmer, Belmont, Ingersoll, Thamesford, 
Otterville, Norwich, Burgessville, Beachville, Embro, Tavistock, Mitchell, Dublin and 
Clinton, and the Town of Goderich. The company is seeking the OEB’s approval for the 
rates it charges to distribute electricity to its customers, as is required of licensed and 
rate-regulated distributors in Ontario. 

A distributor may choose one of three rate-setting methodologies approved by the OEB. 
Each of these is explained in the Handbook for Utility Rate Applications. 

ERTH Power’s application for the Main rate zone is based on a Price Cap Incentive 
Rate-setting option (Price Cap IR). The Price Cap IR option involves the setting of rates 
through a cost of service application in the first year. Mechanistic price cap adjustments,

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based on inflation and the OEB’s assessment of the distributor’s efficiency, are typically 
then approved through IRM applications in each of the ensuing four (adjustment) years. 

ERTH Power’s application for the Goderich rate zone is based on the Annual IR Index 
option to set rates for 2020. Annual IR Index is based on inflation less the OEB’s 
highest stretch factor assessment of a distributor’s efficiency. In accordance with the 
OEB-approved 2020 parameters for an Annual IR Index adjustment, ERTH Power 
applied for an increase of 1.40% to distribution rates for the Goderich rate zone. 

As a result of the OEB’s findings in this Decision, effective May 1, 2020, there will be a 
monthly total bill increase of $0.08 before taxes and the Ontario Electricity Rebate4 for a 
residential customer in the Main rate zone consuming 750 kWh. Similarly, there will be a 
monthly total bill increase of $4.33 before taxes and the Ontario Electricity Rebate5 for a 
residential customer in the Goderich rate zone consuming 750 kWh. 

2 THE PROCESS 
This Decision is being issued by delegated authority, without a hearing, under section 6 
of the Ontario Energy Board Act, 1998 (the OEB Act).   

The OEB follows a standardized and streamlined process for hearing IRM applications 
filed under Price Cap IR. In each adjustment year of a Price Cap IR or an Annual IR 
term, the OEB prepares a Rate Generator Model that includes, as a placeholder, 
information from the distributor’s past proceedings and annual reporting requirements.6 
A distributor will then review and complete the Rate Generator Model, and include it 
with its application.  

ERTH Power filed its application on November 5, 2019 under section 78 of the OEB Act 
and in accordance with the Chapter 3 of the OEB’s Filing Requirements for Incentive 
Rate-Setting Applications (Filing Requirements) and Addendum to Filing Requirements 
for Electricity Distribution Rate Applications.  

The application was supported by pre-filed written evidence and two completed Rate 
Generator Models. During the course of the proceeding, the applicant responded to

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OEB staff questions through emails and phone calls and, where required, updated and 
clarified the evidence. 

 

3 ORGANIZATION OF THE DECISION 
In this Decision, the OEB addresses the following issues, and provides reasons for 
approving or denying ERTH Power’s proposals relating to each of them: 

• Price Cap Adjustment and Annual IR Index Adjustment 
• Shared Tax Adjustments (Goderich rate zone) 
• Retail Transmission Service Rates 
• Group 1 Deferral and Variance Accounts 
• Lost Revenue Adjustment Mechanism Variance Account Balance 

In the final section, the OEB addresses the steps to implement the final rates that flow 
from this Decision.  

This Decision does not address rates and charges approved by the OEB in previous 
proceedings, which are not part of the scope of an IRM proceeding (such as specific 
service charges7 and loss factors). No further approvals are required to continue to 
include these items on a distributor’s Tariff of Rates and Charges.  

 

4  PRICE CAP ADJUSTMENT AND ANNUAL IR INDEX 
ADJUSTMENT 

ERTH Power seeks to increase its rates for the Main rate zone, effective May 1, 2020, 
based on a mechanistic rate adjustment using the OEB-approved inflation minus X-
factor formula applicable to Price Cap IR applications.   

The components of the Price Cap IR adjustment formula applicable to ERTH Power’s 
Main rate zone are set out in Table 4.1, below. Inserting these components into the

ERTH Power seeks to increase its rates for the Goderich rate zone, effective May 1, 
2020, based on a mechanistic rate adjustment using the OEB-approved inflation 
minus X-factor formula applicable to Annual IR Index applications. 

The components of the Annual IR Index adjustment formula applicable to ERTH 
Power’s Goderich rate zone are set out in Table 4.2, below. Inserting these components 
into the formula results in a 1.70% increase to rates: 1.40% = 2.00% - (0.00% + 0.60%).

The inflation factor of 2.00% applies to all Price Cap IR and Annual IR Index 
applications for the 2020 rate year.  

The X-factor is the sum of the productivity factor and the stretch factor. It is a 
productivity offset that will vary among different groupings of distributors. Subtracting

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the X-factor from inflation ensures that rates decline in real, constant-dollar terms, 
providing distributors with a tangible incentive to improve efficiency or else experience 
declining net income.  

The productivity component of the X-factor is based on industry conditions over a 
historical study period and applies to all Price Cap IR and Annual IR Index applications 
for the 2020 rate year. 

The stretch factor component of the X-factor is distributor specific. The OEB has 
established five stretch factor groupings, each within a range from 0.00% to 0.60%. The 
stretch factor assigned to any particular distributor is based on the distributor's total cost 
performance as benchmarked against other distributors in Ontario. The most efficient 
distributor would be assigned the lowest stretch factor of 0.00%. Conversely, a higher 
stretch factor would be applied to a less efficient distributor (in accordance with its cost 
performance relative to expected levels) to reflect the incremental productivity gains that 
the distributor is expected to achieve. 

The stretch factor assigned to ERTH Power’s Main rate zone is 0.30%.  

For Annual IR Index applications, the OEB applies a default stretch factor of 0.60%.  

Findings 

The OEB finds that ERTH Power’s request for a 1.70% rate adjustment for the Main 
rate zone and 1.40% rate adjustment for the Goderich rate zone is in accordance with 
the annually updated parameters set by the OEB. The adjustments are approved, and 
ERTH Power’s new rates shall be effective May 1, 2020.   

The adjustment for each rate zone applies to distribution rates (fixed and variable) 
uniformly across all customer classes.11 

 

5  SHARED TAX ADJUSTMENTS (GODERICH RATE ZONE) 
In any adjustment year of an Annual IR Index or a Price Cap IR term, a change in 
legislation may result in a change to the amount of taxes payable by a distributor. With 
regard to IRM applications, the OEB has long held that the impact of such legislated tax 
changes be shared 50/50 between shareholders and ratepayers. The shared tax

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change amount, whether in the form of a credit or a debit, will be assigned to customer 
rate classes in the same proportions as the OEB-approved distribution revenue by rate 
class from the distributor’s last cost of service proceeding.  

On July 25, 2019, the OEB issued a letter12 providing accounting guidance with respect 
to recent changes in capital cost allowance (CCA) rules. The guidance provides that 
impacts from changes in CCA rules will not be assessed in IRM applications, and that 
any request for disposition of amounts related to CCA changes is to be deferred to the 
distributor’s next cost-base rate application. A distributor’s request for disposition of 
shared tax adjustment amounts in an IRM application should, therefore, be comprised 
only of impacts for tax changes unrelated to CCA (such as changes in corporate income 
tax rates). 

The application identifies a total tax decrease of $5,932 for the Goderich rate zone, 
resulting in a shared credit amount of $2,966 to be refunded to ratepayers in the 
Goderich rate zone.  

This allocated tax sharing amount does not produce a rate rider in one or more rate 
classes. In such situations, where the Rate Generator Model does not compute rate 
riders, distributors typically are required to transfer the entire OEB-approved tax sharing 
amount into the Disposition and Recovery of Regulatory Balances Control Account 
(Account 1595) for disposition at a later date.  

Findings 

The OEB approves the tax refund of $2,966 for the Goderich rate zone.   

The allocated tax sharing credit amount does not produce a rate rider in one or more 
rate classes. The OEB therefore directs ERTH Power to record the OEB-approved tax 
sharing credit amount of $2,966 into Account 1595 "Sub-account Principal Balances 
Approved for Disposition in 2020" for the Goderich rate zone, by June 30, 2020, for 
disposition at a later date. 
 

6 RETAIL TRANSMISSION SERVICE RATES 
Distributors charge retail transmission service rates (RTSRs) to their customers in order 
to recover the amounts they pay to a transmitter, a host distributor, or both, for 
transmission services. All transmitters charge Uniform Transmission Rates (UTRs) to 
distributors connected to the transmission system. Host distributors charge host-RTSRs

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to distributors embedded within the host’s distribution system. Each of these rates are 
OEB-approved.  

ERTH Power’s Main rate zone is partially embedded within Hydro One Networks Inc.’s 
distribution system; the Goderich rate zone is transmission connected. ERTH Power is 
requesting approval to adjust the RTSRs that it charges its customers to reflect the 
currently approved rates that it pays for transmission services included in Table 6.1 and 
Table 6.2.

Findings 

ERTH Power’s proposed adjustment to its RTSRs for both rate zones is approved. 
ERTH Power's RTSRs were adjusted to reflect the OEB-approved interim 2020 UTRs 
and host-RTSRs.

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The OEB finds that the interim 2020 UTRs and Hydro One Networks Inc.'s 2020 host 
sub-transmission RTSRs were incorporated appropriately into the rate models to adjust 
the RTSRs that ERTH Power will charge its customers in each respective rate zone. 

The differences resulting from the approval of final 2020 UTRs will be captured in ERTH 
Power’s Accounts RSVA – Retail Transmission Network Charge 1584 and Retail 
Transmission Connection Charge 1586 for each rate zone. 

 

7 GROUP 1 DEFERRAL AND VARIANCE ACCOUNTS  
In each year of an IRM term, the OEB will review a distributor’s Group 1 deferral and 
variance accounts in order to determine whether their total balance should be 
disposed.15 OEB policy requires that Group 1 accounts be disposed if they exceed (as a 
debit or credit) a pre-set disposition threshold of $0.001 per kWh, unless a distributor 
justifies why balances should not be disposed.16 If the balance does not exceed the 
threshold, a distributor may elect to request disposition. 

ERTH Power - Main Rate Zone 

The 2018 actual year-end total balance for the Main rate zone’s Group 1 accounts 
including interest projected to April 30, 2020 is a debit of $1,016,135. This amount 
represents a total debit claim of $0.0020 per kWh, which exceeds the disposition 
threshold. ERTH Power has requested disposition of the debit amount over a one-year 
period. 

a) Global Adjustment Variance Account 

One of the components of the commodity costs billed by the Independent Electricity 
System Operator (IESO), which is included in Group 1 accounts, is the Global 
Adjustment (GA).17

Different customer groups pay the GA in different ways: 

• For Regulated Price Plan (RPP) customers, the GA is incorporated into the 
standard commodity rates customers pay. Therefore, there is no separate 
variance account for the GA.   
 

• "Class A" customers are allocated GA costs based on the percentage their 
demand contributes to the top five Ontario system peaks. As distributors settle 
with Class A customers based on actual GA costs, there is no resulting variance. 
 

• "Class B" non-RPP customers are billed GA based on the electricity they 
consume in a month at the IESO published GA price. Distributors track any 
difference between the billed amounts and actual costs for these customers in 
the GA Variance Account for disposal, once audited. 

Under the general principle of cost causality, customer groups that cause variances 
which are recorded in Group 1 accounts should be responsible for paying (or receiving 
credits) for their disposal. A customer’s movement from one group to another should not 
prevent that customer from paying/receiving a debit/credit balance. 

ERTH Power proposes the recovery of its GA variance account balance of $120,950 for 
the Main rate zone as at December 31, 2018, including interest to April 30, 2020, in 
accordance with the following table.

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b) Capacity Based Recovery Class B Sub-account 

The balance of the Group 1 accounts includes the Capacity Based Recovery (CBR) 
sub-account credit balance for Class B customers of $2,215, relating to the IESO's 
wholesale energy market for the CBR program. ERTH Power had Class A customers 
during the period from January 2018 to December 2018 in the Main rate zone but the 
CBR Class B rate riders calculated rounded to zero at the fourth decimal place in one or 
more of the rate classes. In this event, the entire Account 1580 sub-account CBR Class 
B is added to the Account 1580 – Wholesale Market Service Charge control account to 
be disposed through the general purpose Group 1 Deferral and Variance Account. 

c) Group 1 Accounts 

The Group 1 accounts being sought for disposition (excluding global adjustment) 
include the following flow through variance accounts: Low Voltage Charges, Smart 
Meter Entity Charges, Wholesale Market Service Charges, Retail Transmission Service 
Charges, Commodity Power Charges, and Account 1595 residual balance. These 
Group 1 accounts have a total debit balance of $895,185, which results in a charge to 
customers. This balance combined with the balance for the global adjustment account 
results in the total debit balance for Group 1 accounts of $1,016,135. 

The balances proposed for disposition reconcile with the amounts reported as part of 
the OEB's Electricity Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements.20 ERTH Power 
further submits that its proposal for a one-year disposition period is in accordance with 
the OEB’s policy.21  

In 2018, the OEB suspended its approvals of Group 1 rate riders on a final basis 
pending the development of further accounting guidance on commodity pass-through 
variance accounts.22 The OEB issued accounting guidance23 on the commodity 
accounts on February 21, 2019. In this letter, the OEB indicated that it expects 
distributors to consider the accounting guidance in the context of historical balances that 
have not yet been disposed on a final basis. Distributors are expected to make any 
adjustments needed prior to filing for final disposition. 

ERTH Power indicated that it has implemented the new accounting guidance by August 
2019. However, ERTH Power does not have the consumption data monthly for 2019 for 
its Main rate zone to retroactively implement the accounting guidance to January 1,

2019. It would need to make billing system changes to isolate monthly actual 
consumption required by the new accounting guidance. 

In the 2018 cost of service rate proceeding24 for the Main rate zone,25 2016 Group 1 
balances were approved for disposition on an interim basis. In the 2019 rate 
proceeding26 for the Main rate zone, 2017 Group 1 balances were approved for 
disposition on an interim basis. The Account 1588 transactions including principal 
adjustments are as follows:

The debit $1,299,176 principal adjustment in 2016 was due to an error to correct the GA 
cost allocation between RPP and Non-RPP customers.27 The credit principal 
adjustment of $1,961,638 in 2017 was for i) the reversal of the 2016 principal 
adjustment and ii) the RPP settlement true-up for December 2017 that was recorded in 
2018.28  

In the current proceeding, ERTH Power indicated that it is confident that there are no 
systemic issues with the RPP settlement and related accounting processes in its review 
of historical balances in the context of the new accounting guidance.29 ERTH Power is 
requesting disposition of its 2018 balances on an interim basis.  

In response to OEB staff’s question regarding the Account 1588 balance, ERTH Power 
revised the transactions including principal adjustments from a debit amount of 
$1,343,519 to a debit amount of $1,051,413 for 2018 to correct principal adjustment 
amounts for RPP settlement true-ups. OEB staff further questioned the revised amount 
in Account 1588, where the debit amount of $1,051,413 was approximately 19% of the

reported cost of power.30 ERTH Power responded that its detailed review of the balance 
determined that the balance is accurate.  

Findings 

The OEB approves the disposition of a credit balance of $214,242 as of December 31, 
2018, including interest projected to April 30, 2020 for Group 1 accounts excluding 
Accounts 1588 and 1589 on an interim basis. 

ERTH Power’s request for disposition of the Main rate zone’s Accounts 1588 and 1589 
balances on an interim basis is denied. 

The principal adjustments ERTH Power identified would have ensured that transactions 
are accounted for in the appropriate year. The OEB notes that the Account 1588 
transactions, including principal adjustments, for 2018 are large; and that Account 1588 
is not generally expected to have a large annual balance, as it should only hold the 
difference between actual and approved line losses. The OEB also notes that 
transactions including principal adjustments have fluctuated greatly from 2016 to 2018, 
ranging from a debit amount of $75,671 to a debit amount of $1,051,413. In addition, 
there was a significant misallocation error identified in the 2016 Account 1588 and 
Account 1589 balances. A large annual balance and the significant fluctuations year-
over-year in the account could be indicative of other issues in the accounting processes 
for the Main rate zone, including quantification of principal adjustments.  

The OEB is not satisfied that ERTH Power has sufficiently addressed the issues for 
Account 1588. The OEB understands that adjustments to Account 1588 may lead to 
adjustments in Account 1589 as the two accounts are closely connected. Therefore, the 
OEB will not approve disposition of Accounts 1588 and 1589 at this time. 

With regards to the implementation of the new accounting guidance retroactive to 
January 1, 2019, in the past the OEB has noted the importance of standardizing the 
accounting procedures related to Account 1588 Account 1589.31 Also, the OEB is 
unclear whether the lack of retroactive implementation would affect the account 1588 
and 1589 balances as it is unclear whether the pro-ration of the IESO charge type 148 
for global adjustment would be trued up to actual consumption for the month.  

The OEB directs ERTH Power to implement the new accounting guidance retroactive to 
January 1, 2019. However, if ERTH Power finds that this is not feasible, ERTH Power

Based on the evidence on the record, and the fact that commodity is one of the largest 
cash items that a distributor the size of ERTH Power manages on a monthly basis, the 
OEB has considered directing ERTH Power to conduct an external special purpose 
audit review of Accounts 1588 and 1589 for the period January 1, 2016 to December 
31, 2019. The special purpose audit of Accounts 1588 and 1589 would include a review 
of the balances and principal adjustments in accordance with the new accounting 
guidance, as well as ERTH Power Main rate zone’s accounting and settlement 
processes to ensure it has implemented the new accounting guidance appropriately. 
However, given that, as noted below, the OEB only recently completed an audit of 
Accounts 1588 and 1589 for the Goderich rate zone, it should be possible for ERTH 
Power to apply lessons learned from the Goderich rate zone to the Main rate zone 
Accounts 1588 and 1589 in order to provide reassurance to the OEB in its next rate 
application of the accuracy of its balances. In its next rate application, the OEB expects, 
at a minimum that ERTH Power discuss the differences between the Goderich and the 
Main rate zones’ accounting processes for Accounts 1588 and 1589, as well as the 
RPP settlement process, and how ERTH Power has applied the lessons learned from 
the Goderich rate zone audit to the Main rate zone. The OEB also expects ERTH Power 
to address the Main rate zone’s large 2018 balance for Account 1588.  

The following table identifies the principal and interest amounts, which the OEB 
approves for disposition.

The balance of each of the Group 1 accounts approved for disposition shall be 
transferred to the applicable principal and interest carrying charge sub-accounts of 
Account 1595. Such transfer shall be pursuant to the requirements specified in Article 
220, Account Descriptions, of the Accounting Procedures Handbook for Electricity 
Distributors.32 The date of the transfer must be the same as the effective date for the 
associated rates, which is, generally, the start of the rate year. ERTH Power shall 
ensure these adjustments are included in the reporting period ending June 30, 2020 
(Quarter 2). 

The OEB approves these balances to be disposed through interim rate riders, as 
calculated in the Main rate zone’s Rate Generator Model. The interim rate riders, will be

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ERTH Power - Goderich Rate Zone 

The 2018 actual year-end total balance for the Goderich rate zone’s Group 1 accounts 
including interest projected to April 30, 2020 is a debit of $299,528. This amount 
represents a total debit claim of $0.0022 per kWh, which exceed the disposition 
threshold. ERTH Power has requested disposition of the debit amount over a one-year 
period. 

ERTH Power proposes the recovery of its GA variance account balance of $186,587 for 
the Goderich rate zone as at December 31, 2018, including interest to April 30, 2020, in 
accordance with the following table.

a) Capacity Based Recovery Class B Sub-account 

The balance of the Group 1 accounts includes the Capacity Based Recovery (CBR) 
sub-account credit balance for Class B customers of $240, relating to the IESO's 
wholesale energy market for the CBR program. ERTH Power had Class A customers 
during the period from January 2018 to December 2018 in the Goderich rate zone but 
the CBR Class B rate riders calculated rounded to zero at the fourth decimal place in 
one or more of the rate classes. In this event, the entire Account 1580 sub-account CBR 
Class B is added to the Account 1580 – Wholesale Market Service Charge control 
account to be disposed through the general purpose Group 1 Deferral and Variance 
Account. 

b) Group 1 Accounts 

The Group 1 accounts being sought for disposition (excluding global adjustment) 
include the following flow through variance accounts: Smart Meter Entity Charges, 
Wholesale Market Service Charges, Retail Transmission Service Charges and 
Commodity Power Charges. These Group 1 accounts have a total debit balance of 
$112,941, which results in a charge to customers. This balance combined with the 
balance for the global adjustment account results in the total debit balance for Group 1 
accounts of $299,528. 
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The balances proposed for disposition reconcile with the amounts reported as part of 
the OEB's Electricity Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements.34 ERTH Power 
further submits that its proposal for a one-year disposition period is in accordance with 
the OEB’s policy.35  

In 2018, the OEB suspended its approvals of Group 1 rate riders on a final basis 
pending the development of further accounting guidance on commodity pass-through 
variance accounts.36 The OEB issued accounting guidance37 on the commodity 
accounts on February 21, 2019. In this letter, the OEB indicated that it expects 
distributors to consider the accounting guidance in the context of historical balances that 
have not yet been disposed on a final basis. Distributors are expected to make any 
adjustments needed prior to filing for final disposition. 

In its 2018 rate application38 for the Goderich rate zone,39 the OEB did not approve the 
disposition of Account 1588 RSVA – Power and Account 1589 RSVA – Global 
Adjustment but stated that an OEB audit to review account balances for 2015 and 2016 
calendar years will be conducted, including a review of the company’s new true-up 
process. In its 2019 rate application40 for the Goderich rate zone, ERTH Power did not 
receive approval for disposition of Account 1588 and Account 1589 as the audit was still 
ongoing. The audit has now been completed and ERTH Power filed the Inspection 
Report41 in this proceeding. An inspection of the 2015 to 2017 balances for Account 
1588 and Account 1589 was conducted. The Inspection Report, dated March 29, 2019 
noted three findings; one finding affected account balances from 2015 to 2017. The 
Inspection Report noted that the correcting adjustments netting to a debit of $12,47042 
for Account 1588 and a credit of $430,927 for Account 1589 have been made to the 
2017 balances. These adjustments were to rectify:  

i. the use of incorrect RPP and non-RPP consumption data to calculate RPP 
settlements with the IESO and to pro-rate GA charges between Accounts 1588 
and 1589  

ii. not truing up the GA second estimate to the actual GA rates, which was used to 
calculate GA expenses that were allocated to RPP and non-RPP customers

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iii. an overstatement of RPP revenues in the RPP settlement calculation that was 
settled with the IESO 

ERTH Power indicated that it has made adjustments to its 2018 balances to ensure the 
amounts requested for disposition adhere to the new accounting guidance. The OEB 
inspection resulted in changes to its accounting procedures. ERTH Power is requesting 
disposition of its 2015 to 2018 balances for the Goderich rate zone on an interim basis. 

ERTH Power indicated that it has implemented the new accounting guidance going 
forward by August 2019. ERTH Power will implement the accounting guidance for the 
Goderich rate zone on a monthly basis, retroactive to January 1, 2019. 

Findings 

The OEB is satisfied that ERTH Power has made the necessary adjustments to the 
account balances based on the results of the Inspection Report. Therefore, the OEB 
approves the disposition of a debit balance of $299,528 as of December 31, 2018, 
including interest projected to April 30, 2020 for Group 1 on an interim basis.

The balance of each of the Group 1 accounts approved for disposition shall be 
transferred to the applicable principal and interest carrying charge sub-accounts of 
Account 1595. Such transfer shall be pursuant to the requirements specified in Article 
220, Account Descriptions, of the Accounting Procedures Handbook for Electricity 
Distributors.43 The date of the transfer must be the same as the effective date for the 
associated rates, which is, generally, the start of the rate year. ERTH Power shall 
ensure these adjustments are included in the reporting period ending June 30, 2020 
(Quarter 2). 

The OEB approves these balances to be disposed through final rate riders as calculated 
in the Goderich rate zone’s Rate Generator Model. The final rate riders will be in effect

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8 LOST REVENUE ADJUSTMENT MECHANISM VARIANCE 
ACCOUNT BALANCE 

In recent years, distributors have delivered conservation and demand management 
(CDM) programs to their customers through the Conservation First Framework (CFF), 
which began on January 1, 2015. These programs result in reduced total energy 
consumption. To address the impact of the reduced consumption, the OEB established 
a Lost Revenue Adjustment Mechanism Variance Account (LRAMVA) to capture a 
distributor's revenue implications resulting from differences between actual savings and 
forecast conservation savings included in the last OEB-approved load forecast.45 These 
differences are recorded by distributors at the rate class level. 

On March 20, 2019, the CFF was revoked.46 However, the OEB indicated that electricity 
distributors will continue to have access to a lost revenue adjustment mechanism for 
conservation program activities undertaken under the CFF.47 

A distributor may apply for the disposition of the balance in the LRAMVA on an annual 
basis, as part of its IRM application, if the balance is deemed significant by the 
distributor.  

ERTH Power applied to dispose of a LRAMVA debit balance of $612,380 for lost 
revenues in the Main rate zone (of $491,005) and Goderich rate zone (of $121,375) 
inclusive of carrying charges projected to April 30, 2020. As ERTH Power will maintain 
separate distribution rates for each of the former utilities until it next rebases, it has filed 
separate LRAMVA claims for each rate zone and proposed to recover the balances 
over a one-year period.   

During the course of this proceeding, there were revisions to the LRAMVA balance 
primarily related to corrections to the LRAMVA threshold applied in each rate zone. The 
net effect of these changes is a decrease of $44,024 to a revised LRAMVA debit 
balance of $568,356 for lost revenues in the Main rate zone (of $478,025) and Goderich 
rate zone (of $90,331).  

In the Main rate zone, the revised LRAMVA debit balance of $478,025 consists of lost 
revenues from 2017 and 2018 CDM programs delivered during the 2011 to 2018 period. 
Actual savings in 2017 were compared against forecast savings of 4,594,000 kWh set

former Erie Thames Powerlines’ 2018 cost of service proceeding.49 

In the Goderich rate zone, the revised LRAMVA debit balance of $90,331 consists of 
lost revenues from 2013 to 2018 CDM programs delivered during the 2012 to 2018 
period. Actual savings were compared against forecast savings of 2,112,142 kWh set 
out in former West Coast Huron Energy’s 2013 cost of service proceeding.50  

Actual conservation savings claimed by ERTH Power, except for the inclusion of street 
light and combined heat and power (CHP) demand savings, were determined by the 
IESO.51 For CDM programs delivered prior to 2018, the IESO provided LDCs with a 
Final Results Report that summarized all annual CDM results. For CDM programs 
delivered in 2018, the IESO made monthly Participation and Cost Reports and detailed 
project level data available to support LRAMVA applications. For the street light 
upgrades and CHP demand savings included in the LRAMVA, detailed monthly billed 
demand data was filed in support of the lost revenues due to the customer’s 
participation in the IESO’s CDM programs over the 2012 to 2018 period.  

Based on OEB staff questions, ERTH Power noted that a 12-month disposition of the 
LRAMVA balance for the Street Lighting class will result in a large bill increase ranging 
from 11% (Main rate zone) to approximately 36% (Goderich rate zone). The street light 
savings were attributable to multi-year, street light upgrade projects undertaken in nine 
municipalities52 within ERTH Power’s service territories. 

As total bill increases for any customer class in excess of 10% triggers the 
consideration of a rate mitigation plan, ERTH Power noted in its responses that it was 
agreeable to extending the disposition period for only the Street Lighting classes for the 
two rate zones, if a different disposition period was allowed for an individual rate class. 
ERTH Power was also amenable to extend the LRAMVA rate riders for all customer 
classes if that was preferred by the OEB.53

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Findings 

The OEB finds that ERTH Power’s revised LRAMVA balance has been calculated in 
accordance with the OEB’s CDM-related guidelines and updated LRAMVA policy.  

The OEB is of the view that is appropriate to extend the disposition period for Goderich 
rate zone’s Street Lighting class to 36-months, as the bill impacts for all other remaining 
rate classes are well below 10%. The extended disposition period for Goderich rate 
zone’s Street Lighting class will result in a 14.9% bill increase, which brings the bill 
impact in line with the Main rate zone of 10.2% (as amended in the proceeding) 
achieved over a 12-month disposition period.  

The OEB approves the disposition of ERTH Power’s revised LRAMVA debit balance of 
$568,356 as set out in Table 8.1 below.

9 IMPLEMENTATION AND ORDER 
This Decision is accompanied by a Rate Generator Model, applicable supporting 
models, and a Tariff of Rates and Charges (Schedule A) for each of the two rate zones. 

Model entries were reviewed in order to ensure that they are in accordance with the last 
cost of service decisions relating to each of the Main rate zone and the Goderich rate 
zone, and to ensure that the 2019 OEB-approved Tariff of Rates and Charges, as well 
as the cost, revenue and consumption results from 2018, are as reported by ERTH 
Power to the OEB.  

The Rate Generator Models was adjusted, where applicable, to correct any 
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discrepancies. The Rate Generator Models incorporates the rates set out in the 
following table.

Each of these rates is a component of the “Regulatory Charge” on a customer’s bill, 
established annually by the OEB through a separate, generic order. The RRRP, WMS 
and CBR rates were set by the OEB on December 17, 2019.54   

The Smart Metering Entity Charge is a component of the “Distribution Charge” on a 
customer’s bill, established by the OEB through a separate order. The Smart Metering 
Entity Charge was set by the OEB on March 1, 2018.55 

In the Report of the Board: Review of Electricity Distribution Cost Allocation Policy,56 the 
OEB indicated that it will review the default province-wide microFIT charge annually to 
ensure it continues to reflect actual costs. In accordance with the established 
methodology, the OEB has calculated an updated value of $4.55 per month57 for the 
2020 rate year. The Tariff of Rates and Charges attached as Schedule A reflects this 
updated charge.  

THE ONTARIO ENERGY BOARD ORDERS THAT: 

1. Subject to paragraph 2, the Tariff of Rates and Charges set out in Schedule A of 
this Decision and Rate Order is approved effective May 1, 2020 for electricity 
consumed or estimated to have been consumed on and after such date.

2. In light of the COVID-19 emergency, the Tariff of Rates and Charges set out in 
Schedule A of this Decision and Rate Order is approved to be implemented

4. ERTH Power Corporation shall, on or before April 23, 2020, file a letter with the
OEB indicating whether it intends to postpone the implementation of the Tariff of
Rates and Charges set out in Schedule A of this Decision and Rate Order.

5. If ERTH Power Corporation elects not to postpone the implementation of the
Tariff of Rates and Charges set out in Schedule A of this Decision and Rate
Order, it shall notify its customers of the rate changes no later than the delivery of
the first bill reflecting the new final and interim rates.
