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Winter’s lane shrinkage just
puts metal and limb that much
closer together. Cars can barely
inch by each other. Imagine
how welcome is the cyclist.

Intersections, he said, can be
highly dangerous. Cars making
right turns can be killers. Vehi-
cle doors on parked cars can
suddenly fly open. And cyclists,
invariably, will take the odd
wipeout.

Mr. Summerfield is nothing if
not committed. He commutes
every day from the Montreal-
Ogilvie roads area, a trip that
takes about 40 minutes.

Seasoned bike couriers warn
the occasional summer
cyclist not to suddenly
become a winter warrior
because of the transit strike.
‘It's very hazardous.

He drives a one-gear bike, like
many couriers, because multi-
gear derailers and fancy brake
systems will only get gummed
up or ruined by the salt and
slush. Counter to intuition, he
prefers thin tires to the fat,
mountain-bike variety, because
they cut through the snow.

He dresses in layers — four
on top, three on the bottom. He
wears a face mask, with a little
custom cut-out around his
mouth.

On his hands, he wears a pair
of dollar-store gloves under
those flip-up mitt-gloves. He al-
so pulls a trailer, a Mac-
Gyvered-looking thing com-
posed of a large plastic contain-
er with the lid bungeed on.

Among the things he carries in

it are tools. Makes perfect sense.
If you are commuting several
kilometres daily and the bicycle
breaks down — and there is no
transit — this is, at the minimum,
inconvenient, at the maximum,
outright dangerous.

“A flat tire in the winter is a
nightmare.”

As for tips, he urges the new
cyclist to “drive to conditions,”
meaning slow down when the
road is slippery and wear prop-
er clothing.

Further along, and it took two
tries to chase him down, was
Chris Taylor, 46, near the cor-
ner of Bank and Queen.

He has been a bicycle courier
for 22 years. Flat out, he would
not encourage the occasional
summer cyclist to suddenly be-
come a winter warrior because
of the transit strike.

“It’s very hazardous.”

This may come as news to the
City of Ottawa. Winter cycling
can be, and is, a very safe activi-
ty, says its electronic crier.

Funny, that word “safe.” Sky-
diving is safe until your para-
chute doesn’t open.

Getting around downtown
this week is actually pretty
nerve-racking. Traffic is
clogged, patience is strained,
some Spots are greasy, many
lanes reduced.

It is not, frankly, a good time
to throw hundreds, if not thou-
sands, of more cyclists on the
road. This you decide on your
own, anyway; a municipal web-
site will not shoulder any risk.

And we hardly need the city
to put the pedal to our mettle.

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they want to stay with the pre-
sent system, too, knowing their
chance of being able to improve
their “quality of life” will come.
It’s a haul, though. They say it’s
not unusual for a new driver
these days to work two years
without being off a consecutive
Saturday and Sunday.

If the strike is settled, with the
city getting more control over
scheduling, the union fears
Transpo management will take
advantage of the situation in a
feeble attempt to save money.
Drivers, including those with
many years of service, fear
tougher schedules and least-
favoured routes will be forced
on them, but that little if any
money will be saved.

But the city insists the change
would improve working condi-
tions for drivers, and at the
same time make the transit ser-
vice more reliable and efficient.

If Transpo gets the control it
wants, the drivers say it will kill
any morale that is left among
them. They say Transpo would
be hit by high absenteeism as
drivers would be stressed to the
limits working long shifts, split
shifts and more weekends.
What some say they fear most
is the strain the tougher work-
ing conditions would put on
their families.

“We don’t need a chain and
ball on top of everything else,”
said one driver.

For now, the resolve of the

pickets over this issue seems
impenetrable. They’re fine with
everything else that was negoti-
ated in the proposed three-
year-deal, and say they’ll take
the $2,000 signing bonus that
was offered, even though some
dismissed it as a bribe to hand
over control of scheduling.
That bonus isn’t on the table
anymore, though, as the city
formally withdrew its total of-
fer as soon as the Amalgamated
Transit Union went on strike.

“If they take back (their de-
mand for scheduling control)
today,” said one driver. “Then
we’ll be back to work tomor-
row.”

Is that too big a concession
for labour peace even if the city
estimates it will save $3.4 mil-
lion a year by having more con-
trol of drivers’ schedules?

We'll probably have a better
idea in the coming days. Even
though the city seems to have
the public on its side for now, a
few more days of terrible incon-
venience and harsh weather
might change opinions. True,
today is Friday and it’s almost
the end of a horrible work
week, but wait until Monday
morning when we have to re-
boot ourselves for another kick
in the pants.

NOTICE OF APPLICATION AND WRITTEN HEARING
FOR AN ELECTRICITY DISTRIBUTION RATE CHANGE

HYDRO OTTAWA LIMITED

The Ontario Energy Board has received an application on November 7, 2008, under section 78 of the Ontario Energy Board Act,
1998, 5.0. 1998, c. 15 (Schedule B), seeking approval for changes to the rates that Hydro Ottawa Limited (“Hydro Ottawa") charges
for electricity distribution, to be effective May 1, 2009. The Board has assigned the application file number EB-2008-0188. The
Board's decision on this application may have an effect on all of Hydro Ottawa's customers. The application was filed under the
Board's guidelines for 3" Generation Incentive Regulation, which provides for a mechanistic and formulaic adjustment to rates
between cost of service applications.

Any change to the rates that Hydro Ottawa charges for electricity distribution will be reflected in the delivery charges. Delivery
charges are one of four regular items on residential and general service customers’ electricity bills and vary depending on the
amount of electricity consumed.

Hydro Ottawa indicates that if the application is approved as filed, a residential customer consuming 1,000 kWh per month would
experience an approximate 6.0% increase in delivery charges. This is a $2.35 per month increase per month on the total bill. A small
general service customer consuming 2,000 kWh per month and having a monthly demand of 50 kW or lower would experience an
approximate 7.0% increase in delivery charges. This is a $4.73 per month increase per month on the total bill.

This approach
will enable the Board to address certain matters more effectively than would be possible in a proceeding conducted entirely on a
written basis. If you object to the Board proceeding in this fashion, your letter of intervention must state the nature of the process
you believe to be necessary and the reasons for undertaking such a process.

Anyone who wishes information and material from the applicant that is in addition to the evidence filed with the Board and that
is relevant to the hearing, shall request it by written interrogatories filed with the Board and delivered to the applicant on or
before January 6, 2009. The applicant shall file with the Board complete responses to the interrogatories and deliver. them to all
parties no later than January 20, 2009.

Anyone who wishes to make a submission on the application must file that written submission with the Board and deliver it to
the applicant by February 3, 2009. If the applicant wishes to respond to the submission(s), the written response must be filed
with the Board and delivered to all parties by February 17, 2009.
