Midland Power Utility Corporation (MPUC) has received notice from School Energy Coalition (SEC), AMPCO and the Vulnerable Energy Consumers Coalition (VECC)  that they have filed a Notice of Intervention with the Ontario Energy Board to intervene in MPUC’s rate application under OEB File Number EB-2008-0236.
The  Notice of Intervention of Vulnerable Energy Consumers Coalition states in part, that they represent the Ontario Coalition of Senior Citizens’ Organizations and the Metro Tenants Association.  As MPUC is located outside the Metro area we assume VECC has intervened on behalf of the Ontario Coalition of Senior Citizens’ Organizations.  I have been in contact with our local senior citizens group and they are not aware of VECC and are not a part of the Ontario Coalitiion of Senior Citizens Organizations.

Please be assured MPUC believes in an open process and will respond to all inquiries, however we believe the costs paid and responses given should be done on behalf of the ratepayers of the Town of Midland.  If these groups do not represent the ratepayers of Midland, MPUC respectfully requests that they be denied intervenor status in our Application process.
