I wanted to provide an update regarding the following OEB Decision & Orders:


EB-2025-0120 – Walker Dairy Resilient Generation Inc.
EB-2025-0121 – Bolton Manor Resilient Generation Inc.
 


A few exceptions have shifted our commercial operation target to the end of
February 2026.


Lead times for a few minor, but essential components are delaying final
completion.
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For Walker specifically, MTO permitting also impacted timelines earlier in the
schedule.


 
Most major equipment (generators, switchgear, transformer) remains on track, and
with the MTO permit now secured, we’ve scheduled line extension construction.
 
Based on this, the new estimated in-service date for both projects is end of
February 2026.
 
Could we please have both project decisions amended accordingly?


Would it also be possible to phrase the revised completion as “by April 2026” - so
that we have a small buffer into March, in case of any final commissioning delays?
