CCMBC members are commercial and industrial customers of the applicant. The rates they
pay will be impacted by the outcomes of this proceeding, particularly the impacts of the
proposed rebasing, the proposed custom rate framework and the proposal to harmonize the
GS>50 kW class and consolidate all customers with demand between 5S0kW and 4,999kW into
a single GS>50kW rate class.
