>> You explained to me that Ministry of Energy through OEB is addressing the

> issue of stray voltage, and that the Ontario Ombudsman's purpose  is one of

> ensuring that gov't agencies are addressing their mandate;  not to dispute

> the science behind gov't  responsibilities.  However if you look closely 

> at the notice of Proposal by the OEB  file # EB2007-0709 nothing is being

> done with regards to the effect on humans.  The proposed amendments to the

> Distribution System Code are in regards to the service that is provided by

> the distributor to the farm customer.

> > "The purpose of the proposed Code amendments (the "Amendments") is to

> establish standards and procedures designed to meet the objective set out

> in the Directive of ensuring that “electricity service to farm customers,

> in relation to ‘tingle’ or ‘stray’ voltage, is of a quality that does not

> unduly impact the operation of the farm"

> Please note that because of poor design and cost factors,  many Industrial

> wind projects are causing problems for not only livestock on rural farms,

> providing direct service to the area residents  to which  the Distribution

> System Code relates.    Wind projects' distribution system however are
